e Priority 3: Unique Circumstances

e Schools may apply for Priority 1 or Priority 2, not both.

e For Priority 1 or Priority 2 -Attach a current list of students with disabilities with NASIS numbers.
The submitted list shall be signed by the School Administrator.

® Priority 3 is not based on child count and the school is required to provide a narrative description and
a detailed budget

® For all Priorities - Students shall have a current, locked and uploaded Individualized Education
Program (IEP) for SY2016-17 in NASIS.
